2. SUBMISSION OF FULL PAPER

· Full paper is accepted only as Microsoft Word document file.

· File name of your paper must be ***.doc; *** is your paper number, which is already announced by conference secretariat which you received with the notice of acceptance.

· Full paper file must be transferred via this Web Page. 

3. MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION

3.1  Size of Paper, Margins and Length 

· A4 size

· No longer than 8 pages including Figures and Tables.

· Leave 30 mm margins on the top, bottom, left and right

3.2  Type Set

  The text will be converted into pdf format. Please use TIMES ROMAN type, 10.5-pt font for body text. SYMBOL type font is also used if necessary. 

  Text should be typed as single space, one page might be typically 55 lines. 

3.3  Paper Title and Authors Name(s) and Affiliation(s)

· The title of paper must be all CAPITAL LETTERS with 14 Point Font and centered.

· Authors name and affiliation is typed with 12 Point Font and centered. Directly under the authors’ names, put their affiliation(s) with address and postal code with12 Point centered.

· 150~200 words abstract are requested to put before INTRODUCTION 

· The author(s) should provide key words at just below abstract.

· A Paper may consist of 1. INTRODUCTION, 2. EXPERIMENTAL, 3. RESULTS, 4. DISCUSSION, 5. CONCLUSIONS or SUMMARY and REFERENCES.

3.4  Subheadings
   The paper text must be divided into some sections. The style of subheadings may follows the ones appearing in this instruction.

3.4.1 Style of subheadings
Leave one line of space above and below 1. FIRST-VALUE HEADINGS.

Leave one line of space above 2. 1 Second Value Headings and 2.2.1 Third value headings.
